...darkness was over the face of the deep (tehom)

Tehom:
refers to the great deep of the primordial waters of creation. It
refers to chaos, the unknown, emptiness, or void

Sheol is a Hebrew word which translates to grave (some poor
translations say, “hell.")
A very close relative and synonym to this word is “tehom.”
